ITE is celebrating its 75" anniversary
thisyear.

The ITE International Board of Direc-
tion held their Board meeting on Satur-
day, February 26, 2005 as part of the
Spring Technical Conferencein Las
Vegas. | am pleased to report that the
Ingtitute finished 2004 in great financial
shape. At the beginning of 2004 there
was a project loss of $175,000 for 2004,
but after some trimming and aturn
around on investments 2004 finished in
the black.

PTOE UPDATE

Seven years ago the Professional Traffic
Operation Engineer (PTOE) Certifica-
tion Board got a $250,000 loan from
ITE. Thisloan was used to develop the
test and training to start the PTOE proc-
ess. Thefirsttest wasgiven five years

ago. At the February board meeting the
POTE Certification Board paid off the
loan. TheITE Board approved
$75,000 loan to start a Traffic Operation
Practitioner (TOP) certification plus
$25,000 that ITE could spend on train-
ing materials. The TOP certification is
meant for those who are performing
traffic operation functions but are not
registered engineers.

2005 EMPHASISAREAS

Three emphasis areas that ITE will con-
tinue to focus on in 2005 are: 1) Safety;
2) Workforce development; and 3)
Leadership development.

Transportation Safety - ITE has devel-
oped a safety roadmap. This roadmap
was developed by the board and will
guide ITE over the next few yearsin
developing programs and products for
the members. Look for more of this
coming soon.

Workforce Development - The over-
arching goals of the Ingtitute are to en-
surethat ITE isakey organization in
the professional development of trans-
portation engineers and planners, and to
positively affect the pool of future trans-
portation engineers and planners.

son and Fred Hurd. It was renamed the
Bureau of Highway Traffic. By 1946,
the curriculum has increased to:

- Traffic Characteristics

- Traffic Regulations

- Traffic Planning

- Traffic Design

- Traffic Administration

- Design and Devices Laboratory

- Practical Traffic Problems

- Thesis

During the ‘50'sand ‘60’s, courses
were added in Highway Finance, Socio-
Economic Analysis, City Planning,
Computer Planning, Statistics, Traffic
Assignment and Traffic Flow Theory.

In 1968, the Bureau moved to Penn
State where courses in Traffic Forecast-
ing and Assignment, and Urban Trans-
portation/Mass Transit were added. It
continued there until 1976.

The Bureau had always had private-
sector support for fellowships and ad-
ministrative costs. In 1976, there was
no private-sector funding source avail-
able to continue the operation, and ef-
fortsto recruit students for the program

1982, when the Bureau of Highway
Traffic closed after fifty-seven years
of educating traffic engineers.

During those fifty-seven years, there
were 823 students at the Bureau.
Ohio was well-represented. Among

In 2003, some
changes and new
initiatives regarding
the communication
of Section informa-
tion began to be
implemented.
Thoseincluded a
new website, a new committee, and
many board discussions on how we can
improve doing some of the Section’s
administrative tasks using the technol -
ogy and products that are now available.

cifics of what their site could offer. The

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Early Traffic Engineering Education
or “How Did Those Old Guys Get So

Smart?!”
by Fred Kaiser

Did you ever wonder how all those
early traffic engineers learned how to
design the traffic control systems that
we use today to keep traffic moving
on our street systems?

Well, it al started back in 1922, when
an English professor at Stanford Uni-
versity, Miller McClintock, decided he
wanted to further his education by
enrolling at Harvard University’s mu-
nicipal government doctoral program.
He chose traffic control as his research
area. He wasthefirst person to be
awarded a doctorate in traffic studies.
His dissertation proposed that traffic
flow was similar to afluid and was
subject to the laws of hydraulics, with
four friction pointsin the flow — me-
dial, intersectional, internal and mar-
ginal — that were causes of accidents
and congestion.

In 1925, McClintock’s idea of a uni-
versity graduate level program in traf-
fic studies gained the support of Paul
G. Hoffman, a Pasadena automobile
dealer and later vice president of the
Studebaker Corporation, a major auto-
mobile manufacturer at thetime. Asa
result, a program was established at
Harvard University to provide gradu-
ate level studiesin traffic engineering
and to conduct research and field stud-
iesin traffic engineering. Studebaker

provided the funds for establish-
ing the Bureau. It was called Er-
skine Bureau of Street Traffic
Research, named for Albert Rus-
sell Erskine, then president of the
Studebaker Corporation. It fo-
cused onthe “three E's” of traffic
control: Engineering, Education
and Enforcement. Although the
Bureau was moved several times
during itslifetime, it continued to
provide graduate level traffic en-
gineering training until 1982.

About 1935, the name was
changed to the Bureau of Street
Traffic Research when the fund-
ing was taken over by the Auto-

mobile Manufacturers Association.
From 1937 to 1968, the Automotive
Safety Foundation provided most of the
Bureau’ s financial support.

There wasn’t much interest during the
first few years. From 1927 to 1936,
there were only atotal of ten graduates.
But, in 1937, the program really “took
off” with twenty-five studentsin the
class. Among them was Ohio’s Fred
Tarbox, who later was the Engineer of
Traffic for the Ohio Department of
Highways during the 1960’ s and is still
amember of the Ohio Section.

The original curriculum back then at
Harvard was:
- Principles of Street and Highway
Traffic Control
- Traffic Administration
- Design of Traffic Facilities
- Problems of Street and Highway
Traffic Control
- Thesis

For various reasons, in 1938, the Bureau
moved to Y ale University, where it con-
tinued for thirty years under the direc-
tion of Mr. McClintock, then Ted Mat-
