* GPA of 2.5 or higher

Selection Criteria

Candidates will be evaluated based on academic performance, educational plans, career goals, extracurricular activities, and work
experience. Evaluations will be made on the basis of a completed application and a recommendation form provided by a faculty
member, faculty advisor or employer. Special consideration will be given to student members of the Ohio Section of ITE.
